Jamie Wyeth-- Seven Deadly Sins
Through November 29
Greed, sloth, lust, gluttony, avarice, pride, and envy were defined long ago by early Christian theologians as the seven "Deadly Sins" that jeopardized  spiritual salvation. These sins and their relationship to eternal damnation have inspired Western literature and art for centuries. Jamie Wyeth has explored this tradition in a series of paintings that depict raucous, scavenging seabirds as stand-ins for human sinners.  In addition to seven major paintings, the exhibition includes related works and the painting Inferno, 2006, which served as the springboard for Wyeth's interpretive series. This exhibition was organized by the Farnsworth Art Museum in Rockland, Maine and is accompanied by an illustrated catalogue.

Intrepid and Inventive: Illustrations by Rockwell Kent

Painter, printmaker, illustrator, writer, architect and adventurer, Rockwell Kent (1882-1971) chronicled his experiences to remote lands with copiously illustrated ink drawings and wood engravings.
